After a very wet start to 2016 at our first show, we were blessed with great weather and large turn outs 

for the rest of the year.  For the year, we had gross revenues of over $2.1 million with approximately 

$750,000 PAID OUT IN WINNINGS, 5400 entries, nearly 12,000 head of cattle used and again we end the 

year in very good financial shape.  Better than all that, it was a fun and productive year all around for 

AzCHA and our members.  It’s great to hear such positive feedback from those who come to show with 

us.  The friendship and camaraderie at our shows is outstanding and very much appreciated given the 

tough competition and the money involved.  Thanks for your great attitude! 

The participation and success at the NCHA World Finals by AzCHA was amazing.  Of the 150 total entries, 

50 were AzCHA members.  Six World Champions and six Reserve World Champions were AzCHA 

members!  Congratulations to all of you who hauled hard and were rewarded for your efforts in Fort 

Worth. 

Not to let the weekenders dominate the news, AzCHA participation and success at the NCHA Wolrd 

Championships Futurity was very strong.  Overall, 12 AzCHA members made it to the Finals in various 

classes.  Special congratulations to Todd Adolf, Limited Open Champion and Carol Ward, whose horse 

finished third in the Open Futurity!  It’s tough going at the Futurity but AzCHA members really made 

their mark!
